4. an understanding of the Marianist tradition of education for service, peace and justice 
that responds and leads to active participation within changing local and global 
environments.  

5. an understanding of basic accounting and organizational competencies required for 
their ministries. 

6. an understanding of leadership as service appropriate to their roles in ministry.
